8. Highways – Mr Cant was concerned at waste lorries parking on the B1078 outside the College to remove waste material from the cesspits. After discussion it was felt that access to the area was a problem and therefore little could be done.

14. Correspondence – The Clerk reported that following a request from a resident, Mr Smith and Mr jay had visited a property in Newlands to examine the state of repair. A letter had subsequently been sent to Suffolk Heritage Housing Association highlighting the defects in the property. They had responded with advice that the property had been the subject of an exchange and the new tenant had taken over occupation in full knowledge and agreement with the properties faults. No further action to be taken.
15. Any other business -  Mention was made of the provision of seating around the new play area. An existing seat is apparently being re sited but consideration will be given to the provision of further seating by the Parish Council, if requested/required. Mr Jay queried the ownership of some land in Newlands and Mr Smith is to investigate.
