7. Highways – The clerk reported he had received a response from SCC Highways in connection with the B1079. This related to the “bump” at Otley Bottom, the application of a non slip surface on the bend outside Moselle and repairs to the footpath between Grange Cottages and the Village Stores. Highways advise that they propose to resurface the B1079 between Otley Bottom and the B1077 at Helmingham. This will hopefully be undertaken within the next 18 months. In the interim any repairs unless entirely necessary would not be undertaken. In the meantime they will look at the footpath after completion of the work at the Village Stores, but stress that funds for path repairs are extremely limited and any work would be on a patch and repair basis only.

Correspondence – Mrs Vaughan had attended the liaison meeting at Stratford St Andrew on 28th April and advised that she had nothing to add to what Mr Bellfield had said on the matter of Unitary status. SCC’s preferred option is for a Unitary Suffolk whist SCDC would opt for three unitary councils – Ipswich plus east and west Suffolk. There could be a danger that east Suffolk could be dominated by either Ipswich or Lowestoft. The Clerk handed out a paper from SALC setting out the Boundary Committee’s timetable along with a copy of SCC’s proposal. For “One Suffolk”. The Consultation period will run between 7th July – 26th September when the views of  local authorities will be sought along with those of the public. It is at this stage that the Parish council will need to express their preferred view . The Boundary Committee will advise the Government on the new local government structure by 31st December. Unitary concepts put forward by the District Councils are available to view on the individual councils’ web sites.
