The meeting opened at 7.30pm.

The Chair suspended the application of Item 3l of Standing Orders to allow filming, recording and broadcasting of the meeting.
14.63 Apologies for absence – Cllr P Bellfield

14.64 Declarations of interest to items on agenda – Mr D Hook declared an interest in item 14.69.c.

14.65 Public Forum – no members of the public were in attendance.
14.66 Minutes of meeting held on 8th September 2014 – It was resolved that the minutes of the meeting, circulated to all members, be signed as a correct record.  

14.67 Matters arising -   
a) Two Osmanthus have been donated and now planted at the war memorial and Mrs J Vaughan will design further enhancement to commemorate the WW1 Anniversary.  Gardening Club to be invited to upkeep planting schemes.

b) Mr A Ling has spoken to owners of Otley Hall regarding verge width and it was agreed that the hedge be trimmed and maintained but a wide verge encourages cars to drive over and churn up.
c) Clerk to chase up Rights of Way re: footpath 30 and fallen tree and overgrown meadow.

d) A permissive path opposite the college is not possible due to the current ELS scheme on the land.

14.68 Finance – 
a) It was resolved to authorise cheques for £306.00 Clerks Salary, £22.74 Clerks Expenses (via BACS). Proposed Mrs S Grant, seconded Mr M Liddell.
b) It was resolved to authorise payments – £214.41 Zurich Insurance (agreed via email & paid BACS), £63 village hall hire Jan-July BACS, Standing Orders now processed to community groups.  £35 data protection & £65 Donation to Royal British Legion payments due November.  Proposed Mrs J Vaughan, seconded Mrs A Lord.
c) To receive the financial report from the RFO including balances at bank –

d) An up to date financial statement of accounts was handed to all Councillors.
14.69 Planning – 
a) To receive planning decisions : Two Hoots Farmhouse, erection of single storey extension & replacement porch – application withdrawn.
b) To consider the following planning applications : none received.
c) The Local Plan Documents “early engagement with your PC” was discussed regarding housing sites and areas to be protected from development.  Mrs S Grant to contact owner of 17 Chapel Road regarding proposed changes to village boundary limit at this point but PC felt these should remain unchanged.  It was agreed to include garden at South View but houses in area to be protected near the church should be removed from VPL.  Land behind the church should be applied to be protected and marked areas to be re-drawn to correctly reflect brownfield sites of Anglia Timber Yard and Hubbards.  Clerk to respond to SCDC consultation.
d) The new proposed Community Infrastructure Levy was discussed and PC to feedback that there should be a lower level of CIL for starter homes to encourage more of these within developments.

14.70 Highways
a) Cllr P Bellfield confirmed monies available for two ‘no footpath’ signs for Otley Hill on B1079.  Clerk to contact Highways.
b) Landowner confirmed access required to field at junction of Gibraltar Road/B1078 junction but only at harvest time.  Mr A Ling to contact owner to discuss a temporary measure to discourage cars using visibility splay for parking.
c) Clerk to chase white line refresh from Otley College to Otley Bottom.

d) Clerk to contact Highways regarding persistent flooding issues at Otley Bottom caused by potential damaged pipe under road adjacent to Primrose Cottage and also debris across grill in ditch beside Cattery.
14.71 Rights of Way 

a) Deben Inns are owner of land between White Hart Pub and The Thatch.  Clerk to report overgrown hedge along this driftway & footpath 5.
b) Mr & Mrs Chris & Mel Brown own the land between the White Hart Pub and The Bungalow.  Clerk to report overgrown hedge.

c) PC to monitor piles of dirt being deposited along The Gull.

14.72 District and County Councillor’s report – Cllr P Bellfield had not been able to attend due to recent illness and no report was received.
14.73 Community Police Report – PC Jo Clark read her report.  There have been 0 reported crimes since our last meeting.  In comparison Clopton 1, Hasketon 1, Boulge & Burgh 0,Wickham Market 17.  Current police priority is to increase road safety in Melton, tackle the unauthorised use of motor and quad bikes in Rendlesham and Tunstall forest and address concerns of residents of parking in the High Street, Wickham Market. The next priority setting meeting Weds 22nd October 7pm New Room,Town Hall, Orford.  PC Jo Clark also advised the WSNT has purchased a SDR to monitor speeding.  Recent checks along Helmingham Road found 85% of vehicles were speeding over 40mph with the highest recorded speed of 76mph. The next visit of the mobile police station is Thursday 27th November 0845-0945 in the village hall car park. 
14.74 WSNT Priorities Setting Meeting Updates/Speedwatch Results – Speedwatch results: 16th Sept 3.30-4.30pm 15 cars with 3 speeding along Chapel Road; 18th September 4.30-5.30pm along Helmingham Road 80 cars with 18 speeding several around 45 and one at 52.  9th October 9-10am Chapel Road 67 cars with 2 speeding at 41 & 40mph and 10th October 4.30-5.00pm along Helmingham Road 64 cars with 9 speeding several around 44 and one at 52mph.  Clerk to add village gates to next agenda for discussion and whether the purchase of a mobile VAS is more of a priority.  
PC in agreement with SAVID constitution and Mr D Hook remains the representative for Otley PC.  Mr Hook to contact Mr Malcolm Smith regarding monies left from SORR group.

14.75 Community Council Report – Fireworks taking place on 1st November and the village fete date set for 1st July 2015 with an evening event on the same day.  Accounts showed a deficit of -£1,308.52.  The next meeting is Monday 8th December and Mrs Jayne Vaughan volunteered to attend.
14.76 Matters to be brought to the attention of the Council –

a) Photographing, recording, broadcasting, tweeting and blogging is now permitted at all meetings.  Standing orders were updated and adopted to reflect this.  Website has also been updated with the new policy on the homepage.
b) Charging is being introduced for pre-application planning advice with SCDC.  Clerk to place information on noticeboard.

14.77 Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda –
a) Mr R Ling informed the meeting there is a Gritting Workshop available to anyone prepared to assist gritting around the village.

b) PC agreed in principle to apply to landowners on behalf of Church Trust for additional land to increase amount of burial plots available in Otley.
