Minutes of Parish Council Meeting held on Monday 8th September 2014

The meeting opened at 7.30pm.
14.47 Apologies for absence – Cllr P Bellfield, Mr B Childs, Mr M Liddell and Mrs A Lord
14.48 Declarations of interest to items on agenda – Mr D Hook declared an interest in item 14.53.c.

14.49 Public Forum – no members of the public were in attendance.
14.50 Minutes of meeting held on 14th July 2014 – It was resolved that the minutes of the meeting, circulated to all members, be signed as a correct record, proposed Mr R Ling, seconded Mr D Hook.  

14.51 Matters arising -   
a. It was agreed that the recommendations made by the Clerk with regards the leisure strategy consultation document be submitted, reflecting the facilities and needs of Otley.
b. Mr R Ling and Mr A Ling will contact Matthew from The Walled Garden Centre regarding advice on planting and design for the war memorial to celebrate WW1 anniversary celebrations.

c. Mr A Ling has spoken to the owners of Hawthorn Cottage and they will allow Mr Ling to trim the hedge to improve visibility at the junction of Hall Lane and Mr A Ling will contact Mr Ian Beaumont regarding the verge along Otley Hall.  

d. Clerk to maintain contact with Clopton PC re: joint first aid courses.
e. Clerk to maintain contact with Highways regarding road markings - outside primary school and to highlight dangers to drivers of cars exiting the village hall car park.

14.52 Finance – 
a) It was resolved to authorise cheques for £22.18 cutting of permissive path and £1,372.99 R C Calton for P3 grass cutting scheme. Proposed Mrs I Lincoln, seconded Mrs S Grant.
b) It was resolved to authorise payments via BACS – £15.00 Clerks Expenses. Proposed Mrs S Grant, seconded Mrs J Vaughan.

d) The auditors report from BDO Stoy Hayward for 2013/14 highlighted there were no matters which came to their attention which required the issuing of a separate additional issues arising report.
e) It was resolved to promote the Clerk from spinal column point 15 to SCP 18 giving a new salary rate of £9/hour. Proposed Mrs J Vaughan, seconded Mrs S Grant.
14.53 Planning – 
a) To receive planning decisions : DC14/1895 Shrubbery Cottage adjoining Springfield, Chapel Road, proposed first floor side and single storey rear extension – approved.
b) To consider the following planning applications : none received.
c) The Local Plan Documents “early engagement with your PC” was discussed regarding housing sites and areas to be protected from development.  Councillors to attend surgery at SCDC on 18th September with the Policy and Delivery Team.
14.54 Highways
a) Costings have been received from Highways regarding ‘no footpath’ sign for the B1079.  Clerk to place item on agenda for next meeting and contact Mr Andrew Kemp regarding the possibility of a permissive path across his land for the students.
b) PSCO Chatten-Berry was asked for advice on options to improve safety and visibility and prevent vehicles parking on the strip of land at Gibraltar crossroads.  Sally-anna will contact Robin at Highways regarding the issue as hatchings can be used to allow enforcement but it would need to be a formal layby and Clerk to contact Mr Andrew Kemp to assess whether access to the field is still required at this particular point.
14.55 Rights of Way 

a) Mr R Ling to check FP30 from High House to B1079 to determine works required to make this accessible.   
b) Clerk to chase repair to loose and slippery sleeper bridge along footpath 68 behind the White Hart.
c) Clerk to report sleeper bridge on footpath 61/64 which requires replacement chicken wire.
14.56 District and County Councillor’s report – Cllr P Bellfield had not been able to attend due to recent illness and no report was received.
14.57 Community Police Report – PCSO Sally-Anna Chatten-Berry read her report.  There have been 3 reported crimes since our last meeting – attempted burglary to building/shed in church Road, Theft of mobile phone Otley College and Theft of insecure bike from a property in Helmingham Road.  In comparison Clopton 2, Hasketon 0, Boulge & Burgh 0,Wickham Market 13.  Current police priority is to increase road safety in Melton, tackle the unauthorised use of motor and quad bikes in Rendlesham and Tunstall forest and address concerns of residents of parking in the High Street, Wickham Market. The next priority setting meeting Weds 22nd October 7pm New Room,Town Hall, Orford. PCSO Chatten-Berry also reported she had a meeting with the Vice Principal at Otley College (Clive Bound) who has said that he would welcome any communication from the village on any issues regarding his students and anti-social behaviour or manner of driving.  He can be contacted via email clive.bound@eastonotley.ac.uk.  The next visit of the mobile police station is Thursday 16th October, then Thursday 27th November 0845-0945 in the village hall car park. Parking issues outside and opposite the village stores were highlighted to PSCO Chatten-Berry.  Otley will still be on the radar for future sessions of speedwatch  by the WSNT.  There are free marking days (dates TBA) to prevent theft of catalytic converters.  Lastly, PCSO Chatten-Berry announced a new member, PC Jo Clark, has joined the team covering Otley with PC Debbie Howgego now covering Otley College.
14.58 WSNT Priorities Setting Meeting Updates/Speedwatch Results – Due to holidays there were no speedwatch sessions in July.  In August 14 cars recorded speeding along Helmingham Road all above 36mph with 3 over 40mph.  2 cars were reported in Chapel Road in a 30 min session.  Feedback from Lynda and Paul at the White Hart was a noticeable reduction in speeding passed the pub since Speedwatch has increased the number of sessions.  Mr Barrett also reported 2 incidents of cars stopping and expressing anger at speedwatch activities although they hadn’t been recorded as speeding.  Speedwatch are currently negotiating with police to open up other sites along Helmingham Road.

Clerk to add village gates to next agenda for discussion and whether the purchase of a mobile VAS is more of a priority.  Clerk to tie in a meeting with Robin from Highways to discuss position of gates when he is next in village with PSCO Chatten-Berry.

14.59 Community Council Report – There was no report since our last Parish meeting.  Mr R Ling volunteered to attend the next meeting on Monday 15th September at 8pm in the back room of the village hall. 
14.60 Matters to be brought to the attention of the Council –

a) A letter was received from Local government boundary Commission providing final recommendations to ward boundary changes with Otley now in the Grundisburgh Ward.
b) An email was received from Mr Neil McManus, SCC, confirming they were able to lever a contribution of £164,362 for early years purposes within the Section 106 agreement for the Hillview development in Otley.

c) A letter was received from the Department for Communities and Local Government regarding community ownership and management of assets workshop.  It was felt this was not relevant at the moment.
